cookies that were the grandkids and neighbors favorites. In the summer he
could be seen working in his garden and mowing his lawn with his John Deere
tractor mower, tending to his 100+ mums and enjoying the daily visits from his
neighbors, friends and relatives. He especially enjoyed all the visits from his
grandkids and enlightened them with stories, riddles, jokes and lots of trivia.
