Always known as "Happy," she graduated high school, and was especially
proud of the fact she had a record 12 years perfect attendance. At age 40,
she entered college, received an Associate of Arts degree from Centralia
Junior College, followed by a Bachelor of Arts degree at McKendree College,
and a Masters degree at SIU-Edwardsville. "Happy" retired after 23 years of
teaching in Alma, Raccoon and Salem Elementary School District #111. 



She was a member of the Sandoval Christian Church, the Illinois Retired
Teachers Association, and Salem Township Hospital Auxiliary. For many
years, she enjoyed listening to music, reading and gardening. 

 

In addition to her husband and parents, she was preceded in death by her
dear son Roger in 1983.
