Bob served in the Navy Air Corp as a Pilot from 1943 - 1947. In 1949, Bob
and his wife Bernice moved to Centralia after graduating from Southern lllinois
University Carbondale. He started his teaching career in 1949 at Schiller
School, where he taught history, health and science to the upper grades. He
became the head coach of the Centralia Tiger's basketball team in 1961 after
he started teaching Industrial Arts at Irving School. Bob taught and coached
basketball and track for 33 years in Centralia. He was named "Coach of the
Year" by the IBCA in 1978, where he had accomplished 317 games won, 131
lost and 6 State Championships. In 1993 he was inducted into the Centralia
Sports Hall of Fame. He worked at the Centralia swimming pool as a lifeguard
and eventually was assigned as the manager for 25 summers. While working
at the pool, he also assisted Howard Cooksey and Simon Franklin, Chief of
Police, at the Teen Town Dances.

Mass of Christian Burial will be held Friday, December 14, 2018 at 2:00 PM at
St. Mary Catholic Church in Centralia with Monsignor David Darin and Father
Dale Maxfield officiating. Burial will follow at Calvary Cemetery in Centralia.
