Post 446. Roy was Mayor of Central City for six years, served on the Central
City School Board, and served as Scoutmaster when his sons were in Boy
Scouts. Roy was a longtime member of the Central City Lions Club and was
instrumental in installing the outdoor electrical grid. 

 

He was a member of St. Mary’s Catholic Church and a lifetime member of the
Knights of Columbus. He was the owner/ operator of Roy’s Refrigeration from
1959 until his retirement in 1995. He was never afraid of hard work. In their
later years, Roy and Evelyn enjoyed traveling throughout the country to polka
fests, including a special polka cruise featuring Jimmy Sturr and Mollie B
Polka. He enjoyed chasing the balloons at the annual Centralia Balloon Fest
and has fond memories attending the Albuquerque International Balloon
Fiesta.
